Wednesday Night Live

Deaf Church

The Jesus Lutheran Church for the Deaf in located in Austin off of Congress Ave.  The youth have attended on and off since I have started and has given many of the youth a chance to see a completely different worship experience.  Many of them have commented on how fun it was and requested to go back.  That’s why we will be going 5 Sundays throughout the year, and also on a Friday to help their church with Parent’s Night Out.  Not only is this a great chance to visit another culture’s church, but we can also lend a hand and help!
Worship Concerts

A good worship concert is hard to find, especially when you put into consideration location and school nights.  If there are any Christian bands you know are playing around central Texas, please gather the information and contact the Youth Director!   So far, there are time or location issues with almost all of the bands playing this fall that I am aware of, so please keep your eyes and ears open for concerts you would like to attend!  
Church Camps
The church camps available to the youth are through the Methodist Southwest Conference.  There are Midwinter and Summer camps available for grades 6 – 12th.  These are some amazing camps that provide an awesome worship experience and a chance to strengthen your relationship with God.  If you are planning on registering for one of these camps through our church, then please follow the deadlines.  We also have scholarships available that anyone wanting to go can qualify for.  Midwinter registration is due December 18th.  Summer camp registration is due June 11th.  Please contact the Youth Director for more information about registration or scholarships.
Beach Trip 2010

The big trip of the year is to Port Aransas, TX.  We had 10 youth attend last year and had so much fun that we are going back!  We will be staying in a house within walking distance to the coast and will be staying 5 nights.  The deadline to sign-up for the beach trip is December 2nd, and deadline for the money will be March 31st.  Also, youth will be required to assist with 5 fundraisers throughout the year. Fundraisers
There are currently 10 fundraisers scheduled for this year.  Please try to attend and assist with as many of these as possible.  We do understand though with everyone’s busy schedules that you will probably not be able to help with all of these.  That’s why we are asking that the youth who want to go on the beach trip help with at least 5 of the fundraisers.  The fundraisers go directly into the youth fund and in the past have helped pay for a new TV for the room, the beach trip, community service type endeavors, etc.  The youth council will decide how to designate the funds which is why we ask for some of the youth to be present.  If you have any fundraiser ideas other than what is listed below, please discuss them with the Youth Director.
Parent’s Night Outs

Typically once a month we will hold a Parent’s Night Out at the church.  This is not only a fundraiser but also a community service.  We offer child care one night a month so that parents that would like a night out can do that without worrying about their children.  We only ask for a minimum donation of $5 in the hope that every family wanting to participate will have the opportunity.  Also, in May our youth will travel to the Deaf Church to help with their Parent’s Night Out.  We do this because the Deaf Church relies on college age students to help with this monthly event at their church, so often May is short handed and without our assistance they would not be able to continue that extra month. Car Wash
In May we will hold our 2nd annual youth car wash.  This event will start following the late service at church and continue until about 5PM.  The only thing needed for this event is a swimsuit and a towel.  Again, any questions please feel free to call.
